School Uniform Code  

Just a reminder about the Fynamore Uniform Code.  
The Code outlines the expectations for uniform, jewellery 
and appearance (including hair). The Code can be found on 
our website on the óUniform Codeô page under the óSchool 
Lifeô menu (www.fynamore.org.uk). Just to clarify: 

Earrings: only stud earrings may be worn, and these 
must be small, plain and gold or silver (no diamond or    
coloured studs). Nail varnish and transfers (temporary    
tattoos) are NOT acceptable at any time in school.  

Hair: While we are happy for children to express their     
individuality, we have very high standards and some       

hairstyles may be inappropriate for school (eg. extremely 
short and/or tram lines). Small, plain, inconspicuous hair 
bands/ties only. Large bows and hairbands are not allowed. 
Shoes: black school shoes at all times - no sandals,  
canvas shoes, flip-flops or trainers (except for PE).
